The overwhelming vote in favour of action on a high turnout reflects the legitimate anger of members in response to the “blame culture” of bullying and intimidation which sadly typifies many parts of the company. Romec have been advised of the results and an urgent meeting has been requested. 
I would like to thank members for their strong support in the ballot. It remains the intention of the union to seek to avoid industrial action if it is possible to resolve the issues which confront us by negotiation. The ball is now in Romec’s court. It should now be clear to Romec that in the very challenging environment the company now faces change cannot be achieved by imposition and bullying but only by consent and agreement. We have requested an urgent meeting and are awaiting a response.
