Royal Mail Dispute

Further to LTB 712/07. 

Following a meeting held today between the General Secretary, DGS (P), Allan Leighton and Adam Crozier a Joint Statement has been agreed.  

The Statement commits Royal Mail and the Union to talks, facilitated by the TUC on all the issues that separate the two sides.  In addition, Royal Mail and the Union are committed to reaching an agreement by the 4th September.  Additionally, it has been agreed that the signatories to the Joint Statement will review the process as and when necessary.

The Statement includes a commitment from Royal Mail that they will not serve notice or take any unilateral executive action during this period.  It also commits the union to suspend industrial action during the same period.

The current notices for industrial action will be withdrawn from the period beginning 19.00 hours Thursday 9Th August and letters to Royal Mail notifying them of this have been sent today.
Branches are asked to ensure that all our members are made aware of this important development and that it is essential that we maintain a unified and discipline approach as far as these developments are concerned.
